How do I apply?

What is the duration of the course?
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The course will be one year long (12 months), commencing on the 1st of March
from 2010 onwards.

Where is the course going to be held?

The course will be run from the Kidogo Art Institute building on Bather’s Beach,
Fremantle. There will also be various trips to studios and galleries throughout
the course duration.

Do we provide materials?
Students are expected to provide their own materials. In selected workshops,
materials will be provided by Kidogo Art Institute.

What are the entry requirements?

Entry into the course will be assessed on the two main components
- Portfolio
- Personal Statement essay (Maximum 1,000 words)

A shortlist of artists will be contacted for an interview via Skype prior to the
awards being issued.

What are the portfolio requirements?

Make a CD of 15-30 carefully selected examples of your artwork. The images
chosen should demonstrate what you would consider to be best examples of
your abilities as an artist specialising in painting. Some of the selected images
should be of recent drawings. Submitting images of working drawings taken
from your visual diaries is encouraged.

Your included artwork should reflect your interest, artistic range, experience and
abilities in the arts to date. We are looking for portfolios that demonstrate high
levels of visual skill, inventiveness, experimentation, flexibility and stylistic
variation.

All images should be in “.jpg” format.

Portfolio Guidelines:

A portfolio is a sample collection of your best recent work .

It is important to remember that your portfolio demonstrates your particular
artistic personality.
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How many people will be participating on the course?
We will enrol up to 20 students on the course who have been carefully selected
by our panel of experts.

When is the deadline for applications?
